This includes devices to improve communications; personal
equipment to save lives and benefit the individual soldier
in the field; vehicles, hardware and services to transport
troops, equipment and weapon systems; and surveillance
devices and technologies needed by the military. The

U.S. Army Tank Automotive Research, Development and
Engineering Center (TARDEC), headquartered in Warren,
Michigan, is the military's national research center for
vehicle technologies. State and local governments are also
major purchasers of products and services.
